Taken together, these readings from the letters of St. Paul strive to make connections for us: connec-
tions between what appears to be ordinary bread and wine and the Body and Blood of Christ; connec-
tions between death and resurrection; connections between us on earth and God in heaven; and con-
nections between the sacraments and the promise of new life. Ultimately, we are led in only one direc-
tion1 to the cross and the empty tomb. Today, if you visit the Holy Land, the Church of the Holy Sep-
ulcher is built over the locations of both the crucifixion and the resurrection. The earthly sites of both
mysteries are contained in one building. There is great wisdom in how this church is built, because we
cannot separate one from the other, we cannot separate Calvary from the garden tomb, we cannot
separate Good Friday from Easter Sunday.

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Cardinal Ritter Birthplace Foundation

The Cardinal Ritter Birthplace Foundation was recently established
to restore the birthplace of Cardinal Joseph Elmer Ritter, who was
born in New Albany in 1892. His family lived at 1218 E. Oak
Street and owned and operated a bakery from that location.

His story begins as a young priest serving in Indianapolis after his
ordination to the priesthood at St. Meinrad. He achieved national
prominence for his work in the area of social justice and integration.
While serving in Indianapolis he helped break the power of the Ku

Klux Klan and its hold on state government in the 1920s. When he
became Bishop of Indianapolis in 1934 he quickly set about reform-
ing the diocese and making changes. In 1937, Bishop Ritter called
for the racial integration of the Catholic high schools in Indianapo-

lis. He is remembered for his courageous commitment to civil

rights and integrating Catholic schools two decades before the U.S.
Supreme Court struck down racial segregation in public schools.

He was installed as the first Archbishop of Indianapolis on December 19, 1944, 10 months after Pope
Pius XII signed the apostolic decree establishing the Archdiocese of Indianapolis. In 1946, he was
appointed to lead the Archdiocese of St. Louis, where he also supervised the integration of Catholic
schools. He was named a Cardinal by Pope John XXIIl on January 16, 1961. He died on June 10,
1967 in St. Louis.
