2009 Report

Thanks to the generosity of the OLPH members, the Conference was able to provide 371 families in the New Albany
area with almost $40,000 in assistance for food, utilities, rent and clothing. In addition the Conference provided financial
assistance to the soup kitchens staffed by OLPH. At present, there are 28 members who are active in visiting and
praying with the families they are assisting. They are also involved in visiting residents of Autumn Woods and Rolling
Hills nursing homes, praying the rosary with residents and providing Eucharist. In addition to the active members, over

120 members of OLPH are regular contributors to this ministry and make the assistance possible.

The Conference again sponsored three very successful weekend collections for the St. Vincent DePaul Thrift Stores
which help the OLPH Conference provide clothing for families and fund shelters in Louisville. The Conference also
participated in the “Walk for the Poor” at Churchill Downs that raised over $1000 for the Conference. If you know some-
one who needs assistance, they can request assistance by calling 502-657-8951 and leaving a message.
