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Dear friends in Christ,  

This Sunday afternoon, 32 children in our parish will celebrate their First Communion  at a special 2:00 pm Mass. We 
offer our prayers and congratulations to them and their families as they take this important step in their faith journeys. 
As I always say at these celebrations, perhaps the most important word in the phrase First Communion is First; the 
greatest gift of the Eucharist is that we are blessed to be able to receive the Body and Blood of Christ each week, 
whenever we gather for Mass. As these children receive Communion for the first of countless times in their lives, we 
pray that the Eucharist may truly be a source of strength and nourishment on their journeys with Christ.  

Please take note of an insert in today’s bulletin that explains a 2010 OLPH Walking Challenge . For the first time, the 
Archdiocese of Indianapolis has issued a walking challenge to all employees of parishes and schools – priests,       
deacons, parish staff members, school teachers and staff. We have been challenged to form teams of 5 people and, 
cumulatively as a team, to walk 500 miles during the month of May. This averages out to 100 miles per person during 
the month, or 3.2 miles per person each day. Our parish and school staff members are very excited about this walking 
challenge, and we have formed seven teams just here at OLPH. But we also want to extend the challenge to the entire 
parish. Details are on the insert in today’s bulletin and on the parish website. Join us as we walk with Christ and walk 
for our health!  

Last weekend, I preached about the sorrow and confusion caused by increased awareness in recent weeks of the 
world-wide clergy sex abuse crisis and the Church’s response. This is a part of our past that we are not proud of as a 
Church, and we are committed to making sure all children and adults are safe from abuse at the hands of priests or 
Church leaders. Throughout the United States, all employees and volunteers who have contact with children are      
required to have a background check and to participate in a child-protection training program called Virtus: Protecting 
God’s Children. As Church leaders, we are continually vigilant that all children are kept in a safe environment with 
trusted adults. Detailed information can be found on the website of the Archdiocese of Indianapolis, www.archindy.org, 
including information on how to report a claim of sexual misconduct. We take our responsibilities to protect children 
very seriously, and as ashamed as we are of past misconduct, we are confident that we have made much progress in 
recent years and that this parish and school, and all Catholic churches, are safe environments for children and young 
people.  

One of the most confusing aspects of this crisis today is the conflicting and often erroneous reports in the media. Some 
news agencies and websites have been twisting the facts and distorting the truth in their recent reports. It has been 
said that anti-Catholicism is that last acceptable prejudice in our society, and some of these news reports succumb to 
an unfair bias. Others, however, are precise and accurate, committed to providing the truth, whatever that truth may be. 
Our challenge is to sort through what is true and what is only partial truth or no truth at all. One trusted website where 
you can find a truly Catholic perspective is the official news agency of the United States Conference of Catholic      
Bishops: Catholic News Service – www.catholicnews.com. It is important for us as Catholics to know the Catholic     
perspective and not just the secular perspective, and this website is a trusted source of Catholic news. In you own 
reading of the news, if you see or hear a report that you have questions about, feel free to contact me and I would be 
happy to look at it and talk with you. It is important for us to seek the truth – whatever the truth is – and the truth can 
only be found through Jesus Christ.  

Finally, I will be away this week for some days of vacation. Fr. Bill Ernst, a retired priest living here in New Albany, will 
be covering Masses this week and next weekend. We welcome Fr. Bill back to OLPH!

Questions about Abortion in the new Health Care Law ?

Since the recent passage of the “Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act,” scores of people have been       
contacting the Pro-Life Secretariat of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops with a multitude of questions, such 
as: 
  
1.)Does the new health care legislation actually provide federal funds for elective abortions? Answer: Yes. 
2.) Can individuals be forced to pay for other people’s abortions even if they are morally opposed? Answer: Yes. 
3.) Are there new challenges to the consciences of individuals, employers and health care providers? Answer: 
Yes. 
4.) Didn’t President Obama’s Executive Order fix the abortion and conscience problems that the bishops had 
raised about this legislation? Answer: No.
