Dear friends in Christ,

We are very excited to be hosting an Adult Faith Formation Summer School __ here at OLPH this summer. Continuing
the One Church, One Faith total parish faith formation program, we will be offering a ten-week course on Church
History on Wednesday evenings during the summer. | will have an opportunity to return a bit to my regular teaching
days as | prepare for and teach this faith formation course. But don’t worry — there won’t be any homework or tests, and
no one will be graded at the end of the summer. And perhaps best of all, while weekly attendance is encouraged, it is
not required — you can come to just one of the ten sessions, a few of them, or all of them — depending on your schedule
and your level of interest. The topic for this summer’s Adult Faith Formation course — Church History: From

Pentecost to the Great Schism _ — comes as a result of a number of parishioners who have asked for an introduction to
the historical highlights of the Catholic Church. This summer, we will cover approximately the first thousand years of the
Church. My hope is that we will offer a similar ten-week course during the summer of 2011 that will cover the second
thousand years. Rather than devoting each week’s topic to a limited chronological period, | have divided the ten weeks
into ten major themes. Here is the complete schedule:

June 2 — The Time of the Apostles and Early Christian Writings

June 9 — The Church Persecuted and Defended: Origen, Tertullian, and Irenaeus

June 16 — Constantine, the Council of Nicaea, and the Development of the Creed

June 23 — Christianity in the Roman Empire: Councils at Ephesus and Chalcedon

June 30 — St. Jerome, Scripture, and the Development of the Canon

July 7 — St. Augustine and the Development of Theology

July 14 —St. Leo the Great and St. Gregory the Great: The Development of the Papacy

July 21 — From St. Benedict to Cluny: The Development of Monasticism

July 28 — The Pope Crowns an Emperor: Charlemagne and the Holy Roman Empire

August 4 — The Great Schism: East and West Split
All sessions will be held on Wednesday evenings in Wagner Hall from 6:30 to 8:00 pm. As you can see, there is a
progression through the series, but each topic stands completely on its own — so you can join me whenever you can.

In addition, mark your calendars now for a one-night Back-to-School Book Discussion __ on Wednesday, August 18 at
6:30 pm in Wagner Hall. We will be discussing the extraordinarily popular Harry Potter books. We will discuss how
these books can be used as a tool for catechesis, what we can learn from these novels about teaching and practicing
virtue and developing character, and how our Catholic faith impacts our readings of the books. This book discussion
will draw on references from the entire series. Whether you have read the books or seen the movies, or if your children
or grandchildren have read the books, everyone will benefit from a discussion on a Catholic perspective of the famous
boy wizard.

I hope you will be able to join us for some of these summer Adult Faith Formation opportunities!
