Ministry Scheduler:  All of our liturgical ministries (Eucharistic Minister, lector, server, usher, greeter, Mass
coordinator, cantor, and musician) are scheduled using a web-based program that allows online access to
schedules and the ability to request substitute ministers when a person is not able to fulfill their scheduled
obligation.

Pastor’s Blog: | host a blog called Perpetual Priest (http://perpetualpriest.blogspot.com) on which | post the text of
my Sunday homilies after they are preached.

E-mail Distribution Lists:  Parishioners can sign up to be included on any of several e-mail distribution lists for
regular updates on parish news, ministries, and events. Currently we have the following distribution lists: Parish,
School, Young Adult Ministry, Youth Ministry, Youth Ministry Athletics, Faith Formation, Retreat Follow-up, and

Virtus. Forms to sign up to be on these lists are available on the parish website or at the parish office.

Facebook: | have a personal Facebook page with a large number of parishioners as friends, and we also have a
parish Facebook page that you can become a fan of. We currently utilize the parish Facebook page very minimally
but hope to expand its effectiveness.

Staff E-mail: All parish and school staff members utilize e-mail regularly; for much of our regular business,
scheduling, and ministry communication, e-mail is the preferred method of communication.

Technology Committee: We have a dedicated group of parishioners who serve on a committee to oversee the
technology needs of the parish and school, especially our computer network and website.
As we move forward, we invite any and all ideas of how to use digital media and social networking more effectively to
communicate with parishioners and the community, to lead people to Christ, and to proclaim the gospel. If you have
ideas, send me an e-mail, a Facebook message, or let me know in person. Together we can help give a soul to the
digital world and reintroduce Christ to our on-line society.
