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Dear friends in Christ,  

This coming Saturday, June 19, the universal Church concludes the Year for Priests  that was declared by Pope  
Benedict XVI to coincide with the 150th anniversary of the death of St. John Vianney, the patron saint of priests. Here at 
OLPH, we have had a number of opportunities to observe this year, including:   

· All parish ministries and organizations, as well as all classes in our faith formation program and parish grade 
school, spent the year praying by name for two priests and one seminarian of the Archdiocese of Indianapolis. 

· As a parish, we celebrated with our former pastor, Bishop Paul Etienne, as he was named bishop of the Diocese of 
Cheyenne, Wyoming. 

· We welcomed priests who have been associated with the parish over the years to return during Lent to celebrate 
the Eucharist and give a presentation as part of our annual Lenten Soup and Soul Food series. Priests we         
welcomed back included: Fr. Jeff Godecker, Fr. John Meyer, Fr. Dan Atkins, and Fr. Mike Hilderbrand. 

· At the annual Kingdom Builders’ Dinner, the Distinguished Graduate Award was presented to Fr. Jeff Godecker, a 
member of the OLPH School Class of 1957. 

· Four seminarians from Saint Meinrad School of Theology spent part of their pastoral ministry formation this year at 
our parish. 

· A series of bulletin and newsletter articles explored the role and ministry of priests in the Church. 
  

When he declared this Year for Priests, Pope Benedict envisioned it has having two primary objectives: an increased 
awareness of the ministry of the priest among all Catholics and increased prayer for priests and vocations to the    
priesthood. Of course, neither of these objectives will come to a conclusion as the Year for Priests ends. One of the 
many suggestions that has been presented to accomplish these goals can also guide us as we move forward. Just  
remember the acronym PEAK. Since the Eucharist is the summit of our life as a Church, this acronym can help guide 
us in continuing to live out the meaning of this year in which we have focused on the ministry of priests who, more than 
anything else, lead us to the Eucharist. Taken from the resources of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, 
PEAK stands for:   

P- Pray. Priests need the prayers of the faithful in order that they become the men God has called them to be. We pray 
that all our priests become saints like their patron, St. John Vianney.   

E- Encourage. Encourage young men who show the qualities that would make a good priest to at least consider the 
possibility of a vocation to the priesthood; let it be a viable option in their life. Considering the priesthood should be 
natural for all Catholic young men.   

A- Affirm. Your spiritual fathers need affirmation. When you hear a good homily, witness a baptism or marriage that 
really touches your heart, or out of gratitude for receiving the Eucharist, write your priest a letter. Priests hear a lot of 
bad news; you would be amazed what one letter of affirmation can do to touch the heart and soul of your priest, and 
thus build him up.   

K- Know. Increase your knowledge of the gift of the priesthood to the Church. The priesthood is the very core of our 
Church’s identity. As Jesus gave his very life two thousand years ago, our priests continue to hand on to us the Body of 
Christ and to reach out the hand of Christ in healing and absolving our sins. Appreciate the value of celibacy that your 
priests have entered into.    

As we conclude this Year for Priests, know also of my priestly prayers for you. One of the primary duties of a pastor is 
to pray for the people entrusted to his care. I do this daily, and I ask that you keep me in your prayers as well.
