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Dear friends in Christ,  

As we come to the middle of summer, I invite you to join us next Sunday, June 27 , for our annual Summer Picnic  at 
1:00 pm in Wagner Hall. Each year, this picnic is scheduled to coincide with the celebration of our Parish Feast Day, 
the Feast of Our Lady of Perpetual Help. We will celebrate our Feast Day at all Masses next weekend, in addition to the 
picnic. As is my custom, I will also give the annual State of the Parish report at next weekend’s Masses. Complete   
information about the picnic can be found on an insert in today’s bulletin. I hope you can join us!  

As summer moves forward, we continue our weekly Church History Classes  on Wednesday evenings from 6:30-8:00 
pm, also in Wagner Hall. This week, we will discuss Christianity in the Roman Empire: Councils at Ephes us and 
Chalcedon . Desserts are provided at each session, and we have been blessed with a good group of people attending. 
Remember that these classes are designed so that each one stands alone – even if you have not been able to attend 
any of the classes yet, you are welcome to join us, and you won’t be lost.  

As the Year for Priests came to a conclusion, I found myself looking once more at what the ministry of the priest is all 
about, especially the role of the pastor. Among the duties of the pastor that are laid out in the Code of Canon Law is the 
following: “In order to fulfill his office diligently, a pastor is to strive to know the faithful entrusted to his care” (CIC 
529.1). I have many opportunities to get to know the people of this community, especially in the regular ministry of the 
parish. Many of you will recall that, during my first year here, I hosted 23 Fellowship with Father sessions at the Priests’ 
Residence as an initial way to get to know parishioners outside of Masses and regular ministries. Over the past three 
years, many of you have also invited me to your homes to share a meal, and I have thoroughly enjoyed the opportunity 
to get to know parishioners in this way. However, my busy schedule often means that I do not have many regular     
opportunities for these parishioner visits; when one family invited me to their home for dinner, the first evening I had 
available was four months later!  

Therefore, I have cleared much of my calendar for the month of July to make my evenings and weekends available as 
designated time to “strive to know the faithful entrusted to [my] care.” I’m calling it Table Fellowship with Father . Just 
as the meal of the Eucharist is the center of our faith lives, so the dinner table is the center of our family lives, and there 
is no better way to get to know people than over a meal. I would love to join you for dinner sometime during the month 
of July. To be clear – I don’t expect or need anything fancy, and really you don’t need to do anything differently just  
because I am coming to dinner! I will eat just about anything – except shellfish, to which I am allergic. And if we run out 
of time in July, I will continue to make evenings and weekends available into the future.  

So if you’re up to having the pastor join you for dinner, just give me a call at the parish office or send me an e-mail. The 
dates will be available on a first-come, first-served basis. I have set aside both weeknights and weekends, and would 
also be available for lunch on some days during the week. But at the same time, I think I’m going to have to schedule 
extra exercise time after all the good food that I know I will be eating! Remember – nothing fancy, nothing special – the 
conversation and fellowship is so much more important than the food. In the meantime, have a blessed and relaxing 
summer!
