We have reached the half-way point of our 2010 Adult Faith Formation Summer Intensive: Church History - From
Pentecost to the Great Schism . Five Wednesday evening classes have been held, with an average of 60 people at
each session. This Wednesday, we continue with an evening focusing on one of the most significant people in the
history of the Church: St. Augustine. We will look at his conversion story as recorded in The Confessions and his
contributions to theology. Each evening stands alone, so you are welcome to join us at any time even if you have not
been able to attend the other evenings. We will continue to meet each Wednesday from 6:30-8:00 pm through August
4. And don't forget to mark your calendars for Wednesday, August 18 at 6:30 pm in Wagner Hall for a Harry Potter
Book Discussion

Next weekend, July 10 and 11, we will welcome the first of our two summer missionaries. Every parish in the
Archdiocese of Indianapolis is visited by two missionaries each summer to remind us of the great need of Christians
outside our own community and to provide an opportunity to support their ministry. Next weekend, we will welcome
Mrs. Sharrie Cinnamond _ representing the Glemnary Sisters . Sharrie is a native of Evansville, Indiana, is married,
and has four children. She has a degree in pastoral ministry and has been working for the Glenmary Sisters since
1991. The Glenmary Sisters were founded in 1941 by Fr. William Howard Bishop and have been serving as living
examples of Christ’s love in action in the rural, small town mission areas of America for over 60 years. They are one of
the few women religious orders focused on the home missions, right here in the United States, in areas where there is
a tremendous amount of spiritual and material poverty. Sharrie will speak at all Masses next weekend about the work of
the Glenmary Sisters, and a second collection will be taken up to support their ministry. If you would like to learn more
about the Glenmary Sisters, you can visit their website at www.glenmarysisters.org.

June 30 marked the end of the primary 3-year pledge period for the Leqgacy for Our Mission _Capital Campaign . This
campaign raised needed funds for capital improvements here in our parish as well as support for the shared ministries
of the Archdiocese of Indianapolis, like seminary education, Catholic Charities, and home missions. The latest financial
report we have received from the campaign is from May 21, 2010. As of that date, we had received cash contributions
of $1,009,075.76 toward pledges of $1,174,563.93. That represents 86% of pledges fulfilled, a wonderful rate when you
compare with capital campaigns throughout our community and when you consider the recent state of the economy.
The proceeds of the campaign were split 50/50 between the parish and the Archdiocese. Here at the parish level, the
campaign has already funded a new sound system, the upgrade of Wagner Hall, repair to the church bells,
replacement of skylights in the church, and the renovations to the church narthex and entryways. The final major
project, the renovation of the music area in the church, is on progress to be completed later this year. Funds remaining
from the campaign after the completion of the music area renovation will be used for major capital expenses that will be
needed in the coming years, like replacing the roof of the church and replacing aging heating and air conditioning units
throughout the campus. Just because the primary 3-year pledge period has ended does not mean that all contributions
have been collected. If you still have part of your pledge to fulfill, you may do so at any time according to your ability. To
everyone who has contributed to this capital campaign, we offer our thanks and gratitude.

This Wednesday, most priest personnel changes take effect in the Archdiocese of Indianapolis. Many of you know that
there are several priests moving to new parishes within the New Albany Deanery. Here in New Albany, we will welcome
Fr. Dan Atkins as the new Pastor of Holy Family Parish; he replaces Fr. Sonny Day, who will become the Pastor of St.
John Parish in Starlight. I look forward to working with Fr. Dan as the pastor of our neighboring parish, and Fr. Sonny
will still be very active in our area as he continues his ministry as Dean of the New Albany Deanery.

Finally, the parish office will be closed this Monday, July 5, as we celebrate the Independence Day holiday. We will
resume our summer hours, 9 am to 1 pm, on Tuesday. Regular office hours resume on Monday, August 2.
