Dear friends in Christ,

As summer begins to wind down, our parish staff and parishioner leadership are busily preparing for the beginning of a
new school and ministry programming year. In just ten days, on Wednesday, August 4, we will hold our annual OLPH
School Registration Day , always a sure sign that the new school year is fast approaching. Classes here at OLPH and
at Providence High School begin on Wednesday, August 11. There is still time to register as a student here at OLPH;
if you are interested or would like a tour of the school, call the school office at 944-7676.

As we look forward to this fall, there are several major initiatives underway that will guide our parish life in the coming
months. On Wednesday, September 1, we will kick-off the second year of the One Church, One Faith Total Parish
Faith Formation Program _ with Week One. We invite you to join us especially on the first Wednesday of each month
for a free meal, faith formation for all ages on a common topic, and night prayer. Then, on all other Wednesdays, faith
formation is available for all ages, from preschool through adults. More information on this year’s One Church, One
Faith Program will be available in the next couple weeks.

We are also working on finalizing the plans for the concluding phase of renovations made possible by donations to the
Legacy for Our Mission _Capital Campaign . In the coming months, work will begin to upgrade the music area in the
church, replace lighting in the sanctuary that is original to the church building, and a few other minor projects. We will
also be doing some work on the sound system in the church. Many people have not been satisfied with the quality of
sound since the system was installed a little over three years ago. While it is a very high-quality system, there is some
tweaking that we think we can do. The biggest challenge for us is the natural acoustic quality of the church — the hard
stone walls and terrazzo floor present challenges to amplification of sound. However, we are working with audio
technicians to see if there are any adjustments that can be made to the system to produce a better sound output. That
work will take place around the same time as the renovation of the music area in the church.

Plans are also well underway for bringing back the Main Event , our annual parish fundraiser. Tammy Morris and Tonya
St. Clair will be co-chairing this year’s event, and they are assembling a great team of parishioners to work with them.
More information will be coming soon, and it is never too late to be involved in the planning of this great fundraiser.

This October, we will be holding a Forty Hours Devotion _ — 40 hours of prayer and adoration in the presence of the
Blessed Sacrament, with special Masses and preaching throughout that time. Held from 5 pm on Wednesday, October
20, until 9 am on Friday, October 22, this year's Forty Hours Devotion will take the place of a Parish Mission and will be
an opportunity to gather in prayer as a parish community and to grow in our devotion to the Eucharist.

Our Christian Service Commission is working to plan a Parish Work Day on a Saturday late this fall. This day will be
an opportunity to provide service to parishioners in need as well as our parish grounds. More details will be coming as
the Christian Service Commission plans this day.

Those are some of the major events being planned for this fall. As you can imagine, it takes a great deal of thought and
planning to coordinate these events, all for the glory of God and the building up of our parish community. And, of
course, there is much more being planned — from the annual stewardship appeal to a bereavement video series, from
athletic programs to our regular liturgical celebrations. And, at any time, if you feel you have a gift or talent that can be
of service to our parish community — whether for one of these programs or something completely different — let me
know. Everything we do as a parish is drawn from the gifts God has given us, both as individuals and as a parish
community.
