Dear friends in Christ,

If you are regular visitors to my blog, Perpetual Priest, you may have noticed a new feature — online audio
recordings of my Sunday homilies. As technology continues to change and adjust, we are constantly
exploring new ways to spread the gospel message both within our parish and beyond. For the past two
weeks, | have been using a digital recorder to create an audio file (mp3) of my homily that can then be
accessed through the blog. You can either listen to it through the website or download the file to listen to it
later on a cell phone, iPod, mp3 player, or any other device that supports these files. The audio file includes
the proclamation of the Gospel reading followed by the homily itself. Feel free to pass this information on to
anyone you think might benefit from listening to a weekly reflection on Scripture. These online recordings,
however, do not replace our regular, weekly celebration of the Mass. We will never be able to receive the
Eucharist or grow as a community of faith through a digital interface. But, hopefully, these audio recordings
will be another opportunity to spread the faith in the digital world and to help bring people to our parish and
community of faith. You can visit the blog at http://perpetualpriest.blogspot.com.

This week, we are making final preparations for the beginning of a new school year here at OLPH.
Registration for preschool and kindergarten will be this Tuesday evening, and registration for grades 1-8 will
be on Wednesday. Our teachers will begin gathering at the end of the week for professional development
days. Over the summer, we have installed two new interactive whiteboards in our classrooms, thanks to a
$7,500 grant from the Horseshoe Foundation. Plans are underway to observe this year’s school theme:
Building the Kingdom with Joy. And we welcome two new faculty members. Mrs. Laura Miller , an IUS
graduate and former fifth grade teacher at Floyds Knobs Elementary, will be job sharing fifth grade with Mrs.
Sarah Summers. Ms. Stephanie Sauter , our new seventh and eighth grade language arts teacher, formerly
taught English at Sacred Heart Academy in Louisville. We welcome both of them to the OLPH family!

This past week, if you listen to WFIA Radio 94.7 FM, you may have heard some radio ads for OLPH Church
and School. Thanks to the generosity of a benefactor, we were able to have 30 sixty-second ads aired on
this radio station with no charge to the parish. These ads are yet another way to evangelize the community
and invite people to be a part of our parish family. In the near future, WFIA will also be airing a 12-minute
feature on our parish on one of their Saturday radio programs, again free of charge to the parish. | will try to
let you know when it will be aired.

As our parish continues to grow and expand — both in parishioners and in ministries — we are especially
conscious of ways we interact with our local community and invite people to be a part of our parish. Whether
we use blog posts or radio ads, personal invitations or community outreach — everything we do as a parish
helps to bring Christ to the  people, neighborhoods, and cities we live in.
