COUNSELOR'S
CORNER

QUESTION:

My child brought home a poor report card.
How can I motivate her to get better
grades?

ANSWER:

You may be tempted to be upset or angry
about the low grades, but the report card
simply shows your child needs some extra
help right now. Sit down with your child

and discuss the report card calmly. Ask
your questions such as, “Do you need to
begin studying sooner for tests?” “Did you
understand the assignment?” “Do you
need help organizing your notes?” Be sure
to compliment your child on anything he
or she did well, even if it is a slight im-
provement in grades, a few higher scores,
or a new study skill she is practicing.
Next, use the report card to set goals, such
as ‘Have a parent check over my math
problems,’ ‘Begin studying two days ear-
lier for tests,” ‘Do homework as soon as I
get home from school,’ or ‘Keep the televi-
sion off while studying.” Reassure your
child that he or she can improve his
grades, and you will help see to it.
